DAY 1: Sydney-Cairns (D)

DAY 2: Cairns — Thursday Island — Cape York (D)
We begin our adventure by flying 2 hours to Thursday Island.
(Please note luggage weight restrictions on this flight are strict
and must not exceed 12kg). This flight provides spectacular views
of the Coral Sea and The Great Barrier Reef and the uninhabited
East Coast wilderness of Cape York Peninsula. On arrival at
Thursday Island, you will be taken on a informative guided bus
tour of the island and its picturesque Harbour, once home to the
romantic pearl lugger fleet. Later in the afternoon we take a ferry
transfer to the mainland, where you will be met by your guide who
will take you to Seisia. Seisia is ideally located for our next few
days, being in walking distance from the Seisia Wharf, a famous
fishing spot.

DAY 3: Cape York (BLD)

DAY 4: Cape York - Fruit Bat Falls — Bramwell Station
(BLD)

Southward bound, we cross the mighty Jardine River, stopping at

Fruit Bat Falls for lunch. Relax, swim and enjoy this unique area with
its enchanting waterfall. Travelling along part of the Old Telegraph
Track, we make our way to a ‘true blue, aussie’ cattle station, Bramwell
Station.

DAY 5: Bramwell - Weipa (BD)
